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The Counters & Accessories Bicycle Recorder has been 
developed at the request of the traffic industry in an effort to 
collect reliable bicycle count data. Using a variation on the 
inductive loop it is possible to obtain directional count from 
the profiling loop detector and record data in the two 
channel Junior Recorder. Alternatively, if the installation is in 
a bus lane or on the open road, bicycles 
can be detected and counted in the 
first channel with all other 
vehicles being counted in 
the second channel.  
 
The recorder is 
also capable of 
recognising two 
bicycles being 
ridden side by side. 
Supermarket trolleys, 
prams and buggies 
can also be 
recognised by the 
system and excluded 
from the count. 

 As with all loop recorders and loop classifiers telemetry 
options are available allowing the site to be accessed using 
a telephone line, packet radio or the new, integrated GSM 
mobile phone option. 

The bicycle detector is also available 
on a separate detector card that is 
compatible with the C&A loop recorder and 
loop classifier. This allows bicycle detection 
integration with an existing traffic count or 
classification site.

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The shape of the loop coupled with the profiling detector 
results in a detailed inductive signature being generated 
from the loop. This information is then analysed by the 
detector, which extracts individual object occurrences from 
the recorder profile. The technique allows the identification 
of the incidence of a bicycle passing over the loop to be 
isolated and the angled loop side reflects in the profile to 
indicate bicycle direction. 
 
It is recommended that installation of the recorder is in our 
Junior Loop Recorder Post. This provides a low cost and 
unobtrusive housing for both the loop tails and instrument. 
In addition the post provides security for the instrumentation 
as well as easy access for users. The bicycle recorder can 
easily be removed from the post to allow a recorder to be 
shared among several sites.
